* Concordia College will award graduate credit for each of the approved Master of Education courses.  The courses will be team-taught by Concordia Language Villages staff and one or more specialists in the teaching of Arabic.

Qualifying applicants must: 

a) hold a bachelor’s degree equivalent to that of an American institution of higher education (Degrees in Arabic or education are preferred.)
b) be native Arabic speakers OR  demonstrate advanced Arabic language proficiency

c) be a U.S. citizen or legal permanent resident
d) be willing to enroll in a teacher education program to be certified to teach Arabic

Participating pre-service teachers will, in most cases, need to enroll in an approved teacher education program to complete additional coursework and steps toward certification and licensure to teach Arabic in the state of Wisconsin.  The Critical Language Fellows Project provides training and experiences critical to the professional development of less commonly taught language educators.  With this training, some candidates may be eligible to begin teaching as they continue their course of study.
