Update: Process for Notifying Districts of AYP Status

We are currently conducting data analysis to determine Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) status for all schools and districts in the state. All district and school AYP reports will be available electronically in late June on the Wisconsin Student Assessment System online reporting website at http://wsasors.turnleaf.com. The district assessment coordinator and each school assessment coordinator have passwords to access this site. 

Only districts/schools that are in one or more of the following four categories will be notified in writing by 
May 26, 2006, of their preliminary AYP status:

a) missed AYP for 2005-06, 

b) are identified for improvement at the school or district,

c) missed AYP in 2004-05 and have now met AYP in all areas, or

d) were identified for improvement previously and are now in satisfactory status.

Schools and districts that receive written notification will have until June 30th to submit appeals and requests for reconsideration. Information regarding school and district AYP status may not be shared publicly until 
June 13, 2006.

The AYP formula includes several calculation adjustments to ensure schools and districts are treated fairly and that the accountability model is as valid and reliable as possible. To that end, each year we review our accountability plan and request necessary modifications. Attached are the revisions to Wisconsin’s accountability plan for 2005-06 that have recently been approved by the United States Education Department (USED). 
I will continue to work with the USED to seek out areas of flexibility. In addition, I will work with our congressional delegation to begin the process to advance changes that need to be made in the law to make it work for Wisconsin.
