REQUIREMENTS FOR ADVANCEMENT OF THE INITIAL EDUCATOR LICENSE TO THE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATOR LICENSE

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To advance to the Professional Educator License, you need to complete:

· Three years of regular* (not substitute) employment in your specific license category (teacher, pupil services or administration)
· A Professional Development Plan (PDP) based on the appropriate Wisconsin Educator Standards as verified by your Wisconsin Initial Educator PDP Team (See http://dpi.wi.gov/tepdl/standards.html for teacher, pupil services, and administrator standards)
· PDP goal approval must be completed in the second year of employment.  Note, the completed goal approval form (containing three signatures from your Wisconsin Initial Educator PDP Team) must be submitted to DPI after the goal is approved
· A PI-1602-ADV License Application form and application processing fee.  If your Initial Educator License was issued with Stipulations, use a PI-1602-STP License Application form instead of a PI-1602-ADV.  (Download at http://dpi.wi.gov/tepdl/applications.html)

WHAT IF I HAVE NOT COMPLETED REQUIREMENTS FOR ADVANCEMENT?

If you have not been employed as a regular* educator (in your license category) in a public or private school for a minimum of three years between the effective/expiration dates of your Initial Educator License, you may apply for another five-year Initial Educator License (in that same category) by submitting the appropriate license application form referenced above. The application does not require another institutional endorsement.  To advance to a Professional Educator License, you must satisfy the requirements listed above.

If you have been employed as a regular* educator (in your license category) in a public or private school for a minimum of three years between the effective/expiration date of your Initial Educator License but have not successfully completed a PDP as verified by your Initial Educator PDP Team, you may apply for a one-year non-renewable Initial Educator License (in that same category) by submitting the appropriate license application form referenced above. To advance to the Professional Educator License, you would re-apply after successfully completing a PDP as verified by your Initial Educator PDP Team;

*Does not include employment as a short-term substitute but may include long-term substitute assignments if the assignment lasts for one entire school year.
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The validity of an educator license is contingent upon receipt of a satisfactory criminal background investigation from the Wisconsin Department of Justice and/or Federal Bureau of Investigation pursuant to s. 118.19(10)(e), Wis. Stats.


You will be notified only if the department determines that the result of the background investigation is unsatisfactory.
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
