Important Issues for Middle Childhood – Early Adolescent Regular Education Candidates

Wisconsin Middle Childhood-Early Adolescence (MC-EA) teaching candidates are required as part of their program to complete a state approved minor.  Each college/university identifies the minors it offers for this license and which ones are licensable based on its program approval.   Candidates with approved licensable minors in mathematics or computer science, language arts areas, social studies areas and science areas are covered by the Praxis II Middle School Content Knowledge test required of all MC-EA program candidates and therefore are not required to take the Praxis II in those specific categories. They will obtain a license to teach regular MC-EA and in their minor at the MC-EA level.  Candidates who have minors in the following areas, who wish to be certified at the MC-EA level in those minors, must take the corresponding Praxis II test: foreign language, English as a Second Language, health, theatre.
