Role of School District Medical Advisor

Emergency Nursing Services, Mandate G requires that each school district make arrangements with a physician to serve as medical advisor for the emergency nursing services.  The School District xxxx annually renews a written contract with several local physicians and midlevel practitioners to serve as district medical advisors.   
The medical advisor(s) are available for the following:

1. Review and advise on written policies and procedures for handling illness and injury and the administration of medications within the schools.

2. React to health-oriented policies, procedures or guidelines prior to their implementation in the district.

3. Review the communicable disease policy and work with the communicable disease committee to revise accordingly.

4. Consult with district nurse(s) on health-related issues affecting the population served by the district.

5. Serve as liaison with the medical community as relates to health issues affecting the public school system.

6. Bring to the attention of the school district:  recommended changes or additions in services, guidelines or program modifications; community health concerns; potential epidemics; recommended immunization changes; any other suggestions that would be relevant to the maintenance and improvement of the health of children.
